ii) After considering the Final Program Environmental Impact Report (EIR) adopted for the 

Cannabis Land Use Ordinance and Licensing Program (17EIR-00000-00003), determine that as 

reflected in the CEQA findings, no subsequent environmental document shall be prepared for this 

project pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15162; and adoption of the LUDC Amendment 

(Case No. 19ORD-00000-00009) is within the scope of the program approved earlier, and the 

Final Program EIR adopted for the Cannabis Land Use Ordinance and Licensing Program 

(17EIR-00000-00003) adequately describes the activity for the purposes of CEQA pursuant to 

CEQA Guidelines Section 15168(c)(2); and

environmental review process required by CEQA (Public Resources Code Sections 21080.5 and

iv) Adopt a Resolution authorizing submittal of the Cannabis Ordinance Amendment to the Coastal 

Commission for certification as an amendment to the Santa Barbara County Local Coastal
