Appeal of McDonald’s Camino Real Drive-Through Conditional Use Permit (99-CP-009) and Revised Development Plan (95-DP-026 RV01)

Recommendations:  

That the Board of Supervisors:

1.
Set a hearing for November 21, 2000 to consider the appeal of Jude A. Blau, et al. of the Planning Commission’s August 2, 2000 decision to approve the request of Carlos Madrigal, agent for McDonald’s Corporation, for a Conditional Use Permit under the provisions of Article III, zoned Shopping Center, to add a drive-through facility to an existing fast food restaurant; a Revised Development Plan under the provisions of Article III to make physical changes to the site to accommodate the drive-through facility; and to accept the addendum dated November 16, 1999 to environmental impact report 96-EIR-3 pursuant to the State Guidelines for the Implementation of the California Environmental Quality Act.  The project involves AP No. 073-440-023, located on the northwest corner of Storke Road and Marketplace Drive, Camino Real Marketplace, 6900 Marketplace Drive, Goleta area, Third Supervisorial District.

That the Board of Supervisors consider the following during the November 21, 2000 hearing:

1.
Uphold the Planning Commission’s decision to conditionally approve 99-CP-009 and 95-DP-026 RV01 as set forth in the Planning Commission action letter dated August 10, 2000 included as Exhibit I;

2.
Adopt the required findings for the project specified in Attachment A of the Planning Commission action letter;

3.
Accept the addendum dated November 16, 1999 to 96-EIR-3 and adopt the mitigation monitoring program contained in the conditions of approval; and

4.
Approve 99-CP-009 and 95-DP-026 RV01subject to the conditions of approval included as Attachments B and C to the Planning Commission action letter.

Executive Summary and Discussion:  

On August 2, 2000 the Planning Commission approved McDonald’s Corporation’s request for approval of a conditional use permit and revised development plan to add a drive-through facility to the McDonald’s restaurant located in the Camino Real Marketplace on a vote of 3-2 (Farr and Duncan voting no).  As approved, the project provides for construction and operation of a drive-through lane, the removal of nine parking spaces, and a reduction in the landscaped buffer between the restaurant and Storke Road, and extension of the hours of operation of the restaurant. 

The Planning Commission’s approval has been appealed by a number of individuals representing Goleta neighborhood and homeowners associations.  The basis of the appeal is that the Commission did not rely on the evidence in the record, was provided with inadequate analyses and thus cannot make the required CUP findings. 

A detailed analysis of the issues raised by the appeal will be provided in the Board letter for the November 21 hearing.

Mandates and Service Levels:  

Pursuant to §35-327.3 of Article III of Chapter 35, decisions of the Planning Commission may be appealed to the Board of Supervisors.  

Fiscal and Facilities Impacts:  

Pursuant to Board of Supervisors’ Resolution 00-127, a non-applicant appeal fee of $435 was paid.  Additional costs of processing the appeal are budgeted and funded through the general fund.
