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WHEREAS, the Rotary International motto, “Service Above Self”, is reflected in their mission of service
in the community, in the workplace and throughout the world; and

WHEREAS, Rotary International is an organization of business and professional men and women,
united worldwide, who provide humanitarian services, promote high ethical standards in all vocations, and
help build good will and peace in the world; and

WHEREAS, the Montecito Rotary Club was chartered on February 20, 1953 and includes a membership
of local business and professional men and women who meet weekly and have donated their time, energies,
and financial assistance to a multitude of organizations and programs in our community and in the world; and

WHEREAS, the Rotary Foundation Health, Hunger and Humanity (3-H) Program has donated 88 million
dollars to fund 347 projects throughout the world since 1978; and

WHEREAS, the Rotary Foundation Matching Grants for International Humanitarian Projects Program
has donated over 430 million dollars to fund 34,000 projects nearly 200 throughout the world since 1965; and

WHEREAS, the Rotary Foundation Palio Plus and Polio Eradication Program have donated over 1
billion dollars to fund the eradication of Polio from the face of the earth since 1985; and

WHEREAS, the Rotary Foundation Ambassadorial Scholarship Program has donated 542 million
dollars to fund 41,000 scholarships to scholars from over 130 countries since 1947,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT AND IT IS HEREBY ORDERED AND RESOLVED that this Board of
Supervisors honors and commends the Montecito Rofary Club and its members for sixty years of outstanding
public service to the residents of our community.
