WHEREAS, Olsson was named Woman of Inspiration at Girls, Inc. in 2017, developed the
Clothesline Project for Carpinteria and Santa Barbara schools and was awarded the National
Girls, Inc. program for such work, and was the driving force in the creation and outreach for
the Latino Moms program; and

WHEREAS, as an advocate for breaking the silence about violence against girls and women
Olsson created the Teen Thought Theatre, is involved in the Santa Barbara Rape Crisis

Center, and delivers the Preventing Adolescent Pregnancy program to 6" graders each year;

WHEREAS, for over thirty years, Olsson has been actively involved with Carpinteria’s
Alcazar Theatre as a board member, artistic director, set builder, costume designer, lighting
technician, stage manager, box office manager, teacher, and director; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BEIT AND IT IS HEREBY ORDERED AND RESOLVED thaf this
Board of Supervisors honors Asa Olsson as “2017 Carpinterian of the Year,” for her years of
dedication towards the betterment of the community and ifs citizens.
