Summary Text:

On March 12, 2019the Board held a public hearing, received publstiteony, andconsidered the
Planning Commission’§Commission)recommendations for amending the LUDC to addresmip
exemptions and requirements for hoop structures shade structures. ThBoard approved a
conceptual motion to approve the Hoop Structuredir@ance Amendme. The Board’s conceptu
motion adoptedthe recommendation the Commissionjncluding a permit exemption for hot
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structures and shade structures that are 20 feletssrin height that comply with certain criteriada
development standards, with the following threengjes:

1. Revise the slopes criterion for determining whethgrermit is required for hoop structures and
shade structures, from slopes averaging 20% tagirey 30%.

2. Revise the type of permit required for hoop streeguand shade structures that are 20 feet or less
in height that do not meet exemption criteria -t tha(1) require a Zoning Clearance instead of a
Land Use Permit if less than 20,000 square featea and (2) require a Land Use Permit instead
of a Development Plan if 20,000 square feet or moegea.

3. Restore Mitigation Measure MM-BIO-3 such that thrictural setback from streams and creeks
for hoop structures and shade structures locatéldeirRural Area would be 100 feet instead of
50 feet.

The Board directed staff to return with revised woents to support the Board’s conceptual motion and
continued the hearing to April 9, 2019. The follogzrdocuments have been revised and attachedsto thi
Board Agenda Letter to reflect the Board’s motionFindings and Statement of Overriding
Considerations (Attachment 1), EIR Revision Docuim®¥ 01 (Attachment 3), Ordinance amending
the LUDC (Attachment 4), and Policy Consistency ks (Attachment 5).

As discussed in the EIR Revision Document datedl Apr2019 (Attachment 3), the revisions to the

ordinance amendment would not cause a new signifigavironmental impact or a substantial increase
in the severity of impacts. Therefore, recircaatiof the Final EIR, as revised by the Revision

Document, is not required.

Staff made minor revisions to the policy consisteanalysis (Attachment 5) to reflect the Board’s
direction. The Board’s revisions to the ordinanceeadment would ensure consistency with
Comprehensive Plan and community plan policies daxwklopment standards requiring setbacks from
streams and creeks.
