WHEREAS, Claire Gottsdanker has been a resident of Montecito since 1961 and although she tragically lost 
her home in the Tea Fire, she was one of the first to rebuild and helped others as a member of the Tea Fire 
Recovery Team and has also served her community as the President of the Mountain Drive Community 
Association; and 

WHEREAS, Claire Gottsdanker is a proud mother to Josh and Adam, a grandmother, and is extremely 
passionate about gardening, plants, and living sustainably.
