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ii. Marketing and lottery requirements. 

2. Resale Restrictive Covenant and Preemptive Right 
The Resale Restrictive Covenant and Preemptive Right shall be appended to the Agreement to Provide 
Affordable Housing and recorded at the same time, including, but not limited to, any needed provisions 
to:  

i. Secure the sales price restrictions for 45 years, restarting for up to 90 years upon resale of the 
affordable housing unit.  

ii. Ensure subsequent sales of an individual price-restricted affordable housing unit may only be to 
income-qualified households and at prices within the target household income range.  

iii. Require both a Notice of Default be recorded on the property title so the County may monitor 
subsequent sales and exercise its first right of refusal when a property is offered for sale.  

iv. Specify that affordable housing units must be occupied full time by the owner who has qualified 
for the affordable home, although other household occupants are allowed. The covenant also 
limits the owners’ ability to offer the price restricted home for rent and establishes the resale 
conditions for the affordable housing unit. The covenant further specifies the enforcement terms 
for violations. Subletting any portion of the affordable housing unit is prohibited except under 
special circumstances and with the approval of the County Community Services Department. 

(f) Monitoring and Maintenance 
The Community Services Department shall be responsible for monitoring and maintaining the County 
inventory of price-restricted deeds and affordable housing units, consistent with County Code Chapter 46.  

Section 46A-7 – Adjustments, Reductions, and Waivers 
A developer of any project subject to inclusionary housing requirements pursuant to this chapter may 
appeal to the County for a reduction, adjustment, or waiver of any inclusionary housing requirement of 
Section 46A-4 and conditioned as part of project approval. The appeal shall be processed in accordance 
with Section 35.102 of the County Land Use and Development Code, Section 35.492 of the Montecito 
Land Use and Development Code, or Section 35-182 of Article II of the County Code. 

Section 46A-8 – Severability 
If any provision, clause, sentence or paragraph of this chapter, or application thereof to any person or 
circumstances, be held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of the 
chapter which can be given effect without the invalid provisions or application and to this end, the 
provisions of this chapter are declared to be severable.  

SECTION 2: 
Except as amended by this Ordinance, Chapter 46, Affordable Housing Enforcement, of the County Code, 
shall remain unchanged and shall continue in full force and effect. 

SECTION 3: 
This ordinance shall take effect and be in force thirty (30) days from the date of its passage and before the 
expiration of fifteen (15) days after its passage a summary of it shall be published once together with the 
names of the members of the Board of Supervisors voting for and against the same in the Santa Barbara 
News-Press, a newspaper of general circulation published in the County of Santa Barbara. 
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
