Summary Text:

The above referenced contract is on the agenda to request an amendment to the Good Samaritan Shelter
(Good Sam) Agreement to update language to add additional Medi-Cal certified sites to deliver alcohol
and drug Outpatient, Intensive Outpatient and __zsidential Treatment Services. Approval of the
recommended actions will allow Behavioral Wellness to enhance network adequacy to deliver mandated
substance use disorder services for clients needing care.
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Background:

The Santa Barbara County Department of Behavioral Wellness (BeWell) provides a continuum of mental
health and substance use disorder services to Santa Barbara County residents, in part through contracted
providers including Community-Based Organizations (CBOs). BeWell has contracted with Good Sam
(BC 19-152) to deliver Alcohol and Drug Program services from December 1, 2018 through June 31,
2021.

Good Sam provides outpatient alcoho! and other drug treatment to adults, TAY (ages 18 through 24) and
perinatal clients at their Santa Maria and Lompoc sites for either OS ASAM Level 1 and/or Intensive
Qutpatient Services (I0S) ASAM evel 2.1 services, along with Case [anagement, Drug Testing,
Medication Assisted Treatment and Physicians Consultation services. They also provide Residential
Treatment Services Drug Medi-Cal ASAM Level 3.1 and 3.2, which is Withdrawal Management services
for non-perinatal and perinatal adults (age 18 and older) clients in both Lompoc and Santa Marta. Through
SAPT and CalWorks funding, Good Sam provides housing services to perinatal and parenting clients in
their Residence Recovery Centers in Lompoc and Santa Maria and mild to moderate counseling services
for work preparedness. Good Sam also provides mental health services, shelter beds and mental health
clinician services.

The Third Amended Agreement seeks to update theMedi-Cal certified sites due to recent approvals by the
State to deliver alcohol and drug Qutpatient, Intensive Qutpatient and Residential Treatment Services.

Contract =2newals and Performance Qutcomes:

Currently, there is no outcome data to report for our DMC-0ODS providers because the DMC-ODS
program is a pilot program recently established by DHCS. New performance indicators have been set and
Be Well will be monitoring the outcomes of Good Sam on a quarterly basis.

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THIRD AMENDED AGREEMENT
FOR SERVICES OF INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

THIS THIRD AMENDMENT to the AGREEMENT for Services of Independent
Contractor, referenced as BC 19-152, by and between the County of Santa Barbara (County)
and Good Samaritan Shelter, a California nonprofit public benefit corporation (Contractor),
wherein Contractor agrees to provide and County agrees to accept the services specified herein.

WHEREAS, Contractor represents that it is specially trained, skilled, experienced, and
competent to perform the special services required by County and County desires to retain the
services of Contractor pursuant to the terms, covenants, and conditions referenced herein;

WHEREAS, the County Board of Supervisors authorized the County to enter into a Board
Contract for Services of Independent Contractor, referred to as BC 19-152, on November 13,2018
for the provisions of alcohol and drug services for the period December 1, 2018 to June 30, 2021,
for a total Maximum Contract Amount not to exceed $7,814,282;

WHEREAS, the First Amendment to the Agreement was authorized by the County Board
of Supervisors on January 29, 2019 to add revised language for the Recovery Residences Program
and increased the contract by $4,513,361 over the three-year term of the Agreement for a total
Maximum Contract Amount not to exceed $12,327,643;

WHEREAS, the Second Amended Agreement was authorized by the County Board of
Supervisors on June 18, 2019 to update language for compliance with state and federal regulations,
added mental health services to the Agreement, increased the Agreement by $494,000 inclusive of
$247,000 for FY 18-19 and $247,000 for FY 19-20 for a Maximum Contract Amount not to exceed
$12,861,643; and replaced in total the terms and conditions of the Board Contract entered into by
the County Board of Services on November 13, 2018, as amended;

WHEREAS, this Third Amended Agreement amends the sites where Contractor shall
provide alcohol and drug services due to recent Medi-Cal certifications with no change to the
Maximum Contract Amount not to exceed $12,861,643 for the period December 1, 2018 to June
30, 2021 and incorporates the terms and conditions set forth in the Second Amended Agreement
approved by the Board of Supervisors in June 2019, excepted as modified in this Third Amended
Agreement; and

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions contained
herein, County and Contractor agree as follows:

I.  Delete Section 1. Program Summary of Exhibit A-2 Statement of Work, ADP,
Outpatient Services (OS) and Intensive Qutpatient Services (I0S), and replace with
the following:

1. PROGRAM SUMMARY.

The Contractor shall provide outpatient alcohol and other drug (AOD) treatment (hereafter, “the
Program™) to assist clients to obtain and maint: 1 sobriety. Clients shall include: adults (age 18
and older, Transition Age Youth (TAY) (age 18-24),) and perinatal clients. Treatment services
will include best practice individual and group counseling, and drug testing, The Programsl  be
Drug Medi-Cal (DMC) certified to provide Outpatient Services (OS) and Intensive Outpatient
Services (I0S). Unless otherwise indicated, the Program services are applicable beginning
December 1, 2018. The Program will be located at the following locations:

The Contractor shall provide residential alcohol and other drug (AOD) treatment (hereafter, “the
Program™) to assist both perinatal and non-perinatal adults (age 18 and older) clients with a
substance use disorder diagnosis to obtain and maintain sobriety. Treatment services will include
best practice individual and group counseling, and drug testing. The Program shall be licensed by
the Department of Health Care Services (DHCS) for residential treatment and Drug Medi-Cal
(DMC) certified to provide Residential Treatment Services with an ASAM designation of Level
3.1, and Withdrawal Management 3.2. Unless otherwise indicated, the Program services are
applicable beginning February 1, 2019. The Program will be located at:
