Potential Enterprises 

OUTDOOR RECREATION: 

 Horseback Riding – horse facilities, club membership, day rides, group camping weekends, etc.

 Wildlife/Bird Viewing & Photography – day events, individual outings, multi-day workshops, etc.

 Artist, Music and Poetry Activities

 Astronomy/Stargazing Activities

 Fee Fishing – club membership, single day outings, etc.

 Camping / Picnicking – bicycling groups, school groups, Hip camp (RV’s &/or tents & yurts)

 Fee Hunting - club membership, day hunts, camping weekends, guided hunts, etc.

 Shooting range – sighting range, target range, clay bird shooting

 Archery range – target range, archery events/camping weekends

 Trail Running / Walking / Dog Park

 Mountain Biking – school groups, club membership

 Wagon rides – wagon groups, wagon events (Carriage Classic)

 ATV and other off-road vehicles – tours of ranch on existing ranch roads

 Balloon Rides

 Farmstays (Bed and Breakfasts, independent guest house accommodations, etc.)

 Hip-camp (self-contained RV space, tenting space, etc.)

 Campgrounds with Yurts / Tents / Airstream-like accommodations, etc.) Bathroom/Shower options

 Youth and or Elder Hostel

 Guest ranch with activities (horseback riding, swimming, shooting, fishing, etc.)
